JUST HORSIN ROUND BUDGET FRIENDLY CIRCUIT
RULES AND REGULATIONS

The Just Horsin Round Budget Friendly Circuit consists of 2-two day shows:  June 16-17, and August 11-12, 2012.  You must show both weekends to be eligible for a circuit award.  Points will accumulate with the horse.  The same back number must stay with the horse, for both shows, in order for points to count.  Nominations for the JHR circuit must be made on the JHR nomination form, and paid before, BEFORE points will be counted.  (ex. Before the combo has been shown)

FEES  (fees cannon be split between horses/exhibitors)
OFFICE FEE:  $2.00 per horse
STALLS:  $40.00 for the weekend.
UNSTALLED HORSES:  $10.00 for the weekend-whether they are “shown” or not.

SHAVINGS:  $6.00 per bag.  The Ag. Center requires that you purchase 2 bags per stall from the show.

RV HOOKUPS:  $45.00 /weekend or $25.00 per night.

ENTRY FEE:  $7.00 per class.

CIRCUIT NOMINATION FEE:  $10.00 per horse/rider combo.

A NEGATIVE COGGINS (within 12 months) is required by state law.  They will be checked upon arrival and must be hung on the stall door.  No horse will be allowed on the show grounds without a negative coggins.

SADDLESEAT CLASSES-Martingales are allowed in all classes except the WTC classes.  Martingales are allowed in both junior classes.

TRAINING CLASSES-Training equipment allowed.

NOVICE-Exhibitor may not have won 3 first place ribbons in any show in a particular seat.

GREEN HORSE-Open to inexperienced horses, in their first year of showing in a particular seat.

JACK BENNY-Riders 39 and older.

JUNIOR HORSE-5 years and under.

YOUTH RIDER-18 and under as of January 1, 2012.

WORKING WESTERN-Cannot cross enter into Western Pleasure.  Horses should be of a natural working type with free flowing stride.

FIELD HUNTER-Cannot cross enter into Hunt Seat.  Horses should have a way of going that is proper for horses going over fences.  Shown on the flat.

NON TROTTING-Horses must be “ plain shod”-NO PAD OR BANDS.  Horses that are not plain shod are not allowed on the show grounds and will be asked to leave. Show management reserves the right to refuse any horse not meeting the requirements.
MINI HORSES-38 inches and under. Minis may only show in their driving classes.
PERFORMANCE HALTER-Horses to be judged on conformation and movement that is correct for a performance horse.
GENTLEMAN AND LADIES CLASSES –are open to any age.
